Ilona received a Bachelor of Arts Degree in 

1979 in Audiology and Speech Pathology 

with a minor in Psychology from Western 

Washington University, and earned her 

Master’s Degree in Sociology from California 

State University in Hayward, California. She 

has worked as a Counselor and is certified 

as a Criminal Justice Specialist and 

Community College Instructor. 

At the Cowlitz County Corrections 

Department, Ilona worked in the Offender 

Services. For over nine years, she managed 

a $900,000 budget and a staff of seventeen 

with responsibility for work release, work 

crews, community service, electronic 

monitoring, day reporting, pre-trial 

supervision, mental health, substance abuse 

treatment and educational programs in the 

county jail. 

Currently, Ilona is the Executive Director of 

Lower Columbia Community Action Program 

(CAP).  She manages this $8 million non-

profit agency, a staff of 125 plus over 800 

volunteers.  Her responsibilities include a 

wide range of social services with 

approximately 52 different funding streams 

from two counties.  She serves as an ex-

officio member of the CAP Foundation 

Board. 

Being an active community member is a way 

of life for Ilona.  She was a Girl Scout leader 

for ten years, served as the President of the 

League of Women Voters for four years and 

Chaired the Problem Solving Partnership for 

three years.  She led the committee to 

produce the Community Report Card. 

For more than twenty years, Ilona has been 

an active participant in District Conferences 

and International Conventions.  She has been 

found visiting Altrusa International meetings 

from Longview-Kelso to Auckland, New 

Zealand. 

The countries, which currently comprise

Hauter went on to say ―when we carried out the research project among members late last year as part 

of the information gathering process respondents told us loud and clear they wanted materials to help 

them talk about the pride they share in all they have accomplished over the years.  They wanted 

something that was more representative of who we are – the human side to Altrusa – and what we do.  

They also wanted it to be addressed to an audience that is looking to make a difference.  So we have 

included friendly faces and we’ve talked about who we are, what we do and why your friends and 

acquaintances should consider Altrusa. We’re telling the story. 

We received an overwhelming 49% response to the survey which is pretty much unheard of.  Members 

gave wonderful feedback and ideas.  Everything you will see is a result of members responding to the 

survey.  We felt it was very important to have member input as they are the people who will be using 

these tools.‖

- The Friends newsletter will be posted on the District Website under the Clark County 

heading. 

3 - Member Develops a Logo Concept.  

Member Sue Vanlaanen developed this logo concept. 

4 – September 2008:  Club Prepares New Friend of Altrusa Article for the  

 Foundation Bylaws. 

A Committee creates a proposed bylaws amendment ( new Friend of Altrusa Section) which is reviewed at 

the quarterly Foundation business meeting. 

5 – Club Creates a Purpose Statement to Clarify Intent. 

The purpose of the Friend designation is to provide community support to the Altrusa International of Clark County 

Foundation.  A Friend of Altrusa is a special honorary designation and is not a membership category. 

6 – Altrusa International Legal Counsel Reviews Proposed Amendment 

Martha Hofmeister is contacted to find out what steps are needed to make our friends group 

―official‖.  She makes several suggestions and recommendations. 

7 – Revised Friend of Altrusa Article for the Foundation Bylaws is Prepared. 

Martha’s recommendations are incorporated and final bylaws language is created.  Revised bylaws are 

sent back to Martha for final review prior to adoption. 

8 – February 2009:  Foundation Directors Adopt Friend of Altrusa article for the Foundation Bylaws. 

Final bylaws language is adopted by the Foundation Directors. 

9 - August 2009:  A Friend of Altrusa Newsletter is created. 

The Newsletter contains upcoming foundation activities that the friends can attend and support. 

10 - There are currently 16 Friends of Altrusa International of Clark County. 

$560 has been contributed to the Foundation treasury 

The District clubs look forward to updates from the Clark County club on the further success of their inno-

MANAGING CHANGE 

An all convention session at the 51st Altrusa 

International Convention in Indianapolis 

addressed the issues of change as it affects 

individuals, businesses and organizations.  Tom 

Meier, the presenter, discussed the various 

responses and levels of change, and how to select 

the interpersonal tools necessary to help others 

adapt to changes. 

Meier began by identifying the phases of 

transition: 1)  Denial 2)  Resistance   3) 

Exploration  and 4)  Commitment.  Whether the 

change is one that is desired (marriage or a new 

job, for example) or one that happens against our 

will, illness or loss of a job), the stages  are the 

same.  By learning some techniques in dealing 

with change, we can better handle the

transitions and even help others to cope 

better. 

Meier noted that no 

matter how much we 

know about a situation, 

we do not have all the 

data.  We use what 

data we have to 

―create our own 

reality‖ and then 

expect others to act or react according to 

our reality.  This is particularly true when 

we are helping others deal with changes.  He 

suggested that we use a non-judgmental 

approach to get more data using phrases 

such as ―Talk to me about…‖ or ―Help me 

understand…‖    And he cautioned very much 

that we not use ―I told you so‖ either in 

word or in gesture. 

 

There are four reasons people don’t do what 

you ask them to do: 1) You have not 

communicated what you expect 2) They do 

not have the conditions or resources needed 

3) They don’t understand the consequences 

and 4) The consequences are inconsistently 

enforced.  

 

Meier alleges that fear keeps people from 

moving forward.  Thinking drives feelings 

and feelings drive behavior.  So, whether in 

your own life or in assisting another, if you 

can change the thinking, you can change the 

behavior. When you develop your own 

leadership skills to assist others with change, 

you can make change work for you instead of

The Club 21 Program helps sponsor summer camps at Safe Haven, a camp for children with HIV and 

AIDS; has expanded to include the Ghana Project, an education initiative; and Camp Warren, 

operated by the Hemophilia Foundation.
