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Altrusa Celebrates Letha H. Brown and Literacy Projects

We celebrated at conference by telling the story of the Letha H. Brown Literacy award and announcing 
this yearsô winners.  Letha H. Brown was born in 1914 in Indiana in a Mennonite community.  She had 
the habit of quoting bible verses all her life.  During World War II her husband, who was in the Marines, 
was posted to San Diego and she began work in the war effort.  She loved working in community 

activities and found Altrusa was a great way to make a contribution and also helped her in other ways.  
She found that Altrusa also helped her public speaking ability, introduced her to great friends who urged 
her on and even smartened her dress sense.  

In 1977, when gas cost 63 cents a gallon and people were watching Saturday Night Fever in the 
theaters, Letha H. Brown became Altrusaôs International President.  She searched for a worldwide 
community need and decided literacy was a universal need that could be Altrusaôs focus.  All levels of 
Altrusa eagerly adopted the focus on literacy.  In 1993 the Letha H. Brown Award was created to honor 
her for work in establishing literacy as a major focus of Altrusa.  

This year we have many literacy projects to celebrate!  Our entries as a group represents thousands of 
volunteer hours, touched over 3,000 people and gave away over 16,000 books.  Our thanks goes to our 
judges who were Nancy Pagh, Western Washington University Professor and author; Jennifer Oliver, 
Puyallup School District Elementary Librarian and Sandra Ajami, Retired from Blackwell Publishing.  

Our winning project is Books, Books, Books  by 
Altrusa of Roseburg!  The club gathered, organized, 
cleaned, repaired and recycled over 14,000 books this 
year for this ongoing club project.  They distributed the 
books to food pantries, reading programs and the local 
hospital.  The club maintains a library at the local food 
pantry.  Each books is stamped with Altrusaôs name to 

help promote awareness.  

Our second place winner is Warm Springs 
Elementary School  project from Altrusa of Eugene.  
This club answered the needs of a fifth grade teacher to 
help and support the student reading program.  The club 
supplied literature on important Native American figures, 

as well as school supplies, snacks and even furniture for the school library.  They also added additional 
books to the library allowing the children to be able to bring books home.  

Last, but not least is the third place award  A B C Readers  project from Altrusa of Nanaimo.   
The club partnered with local schools with traditionally low literacy rates to provide muffins for a Feed the 
Reader Program for children who come to school with no breakfast.  The members gave over 100 hours 
of personal helping over 700 children. The community also provided strong support for the project and its 
fundraisers, including the local television station providing advertising for the club.  

Although these are the yearôs winning projects, every one of our clubs tells Altrusaôs story each time we 
reach out to our communities.  Each club is a winner for promoting such a universal need as literacy.  
Thanks to Letha H. Brown for her vision and spirit of service we should all celebrate being a part of such 
a worthy cause.

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The following information was presented by Anne DeFrancisco during the 2010 Conference in 
Canyonville, Oregon.  This is applicable to ALL clubs in the United States.  Please review with 
your Foundation and Club Boards.  

 

FILING YOUR CLUBôS 990 FORMS 

 

1.  Do we have to file an IRS form 990?  

A. All Altrusa foundations AND clubs are now required to file some form of 990 with the IRS.  Failure 
to do so will result in a revocation in your tax -exempt status.  Reinstatement after a revocation 
would mean reapplying and paying the appropriate user fee.  

 

B. Type of 990 required depends on the gross receipts of the organization.  

1.  990 -N ï gross receipts normally less and $25,000. annually.  This form is referred to as 
the e -Postcard.  This can only be filed online.  Access and file the electronic postcard 
 (see www.irs.gov  for information needed to file)  

2.  990 -EZ ï gross receipts normally more than $25,000. and less than $100,000.  

3.  990 ï gross receipts normally more than $100,000. or assets more than $250,000.  

 

C. When is the form due?  -  by the 15 th  day of the 5 th  month after the end of your fiscal year.  
Normally for our clubs with year end May 31 ï the report is due October 15 th .  A 4 month 
extension is available for the 990 and 990 -EZ but NOT for the 990 -N. 

 

2. What other reports does our foundation need to file?  

A. Altrusa International requires the following reports annually.  

1.  Local Club foundation Annual Report  

2.  Copy of whatever 990 was filed  

3.  State raffle laws acknowledgement form ï confirmation that the clubôs foundation is aware 
of the stateôs regulations regarding raffles.  (see www.stepbystepfundraising.com/raffle -
laws -us-by -state .  for rules for each state.  

4.  More information is available at the international website at    

 http://www.altrusa.com/Foundation/FoundationForms.aspx . 

 

B. Appropriate annual reports for the state you are incorporated in.  Most states require an annual 
foundation report (as well as an annual licensing fee).  

1.  Washington requires a Charitable Solicitations Registration/Renewal form annually.  See 
http://sos.wa.gov/charities/  for additional information and forms.

3. Who in your club is responsible for this filing?  

 

This can be problematic with officers changing at the end of the year and possibly not all of the 
yearend accounting being completed at the turnover.  My recommendation would be that it be the 
requirement of the outgoing treasurer as they complete all of the activity that happened on ñtheir 
watchò, with the incoming treasurer and president to be sure to receive confirmation that in fact it 
was completed.  

 

4. What is the difference between our club and our foundation?  

 

A. The club is the ñoperatingò entity of your group and as such receives and pays dues, issues 
your newsletter, yearbook, provides any support to members attending conference or 
convention and generally takes care of the items that keep the organization operating (just 
like in a business).  The club is a 501 (c) (4) organization and is a nonprofit organization but 
no funds received by the club are tax deductable.  

 

B. The foundation is the entity that raises funds for our service projects and provides the funding 
for the various things we do to benefit the community.  The foundation should not provide 
any personal benefit to our members.  This is the entity that can accept tax deductible 
contributions from the public as well as our members because it is organized under           
501 9 (c) (3).
